] Tours are $7 per student which covers the cost of
materials for the hands-on stations and food at our
tasting station. Parents and teachers are free unless
they choose to take part in the activities. Payments
must be made in advance. Checks are preferred.

| Before you arrive, please have your students pre-
arranged into four groups of evenly distributed
students. For groups smaller than 25 or groups over
75, please contact us.

] Please make it easy for us to identify if any of your
students have any severe food allergies. Some
teachers have done simple things like have students
wear a name tag saying “I’'m allergic to nuts!”
